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This class will give an easy introduction to what Japanese life has been like during the first two decades after the war: a modern
country re-emerging from the worst destruction in its history into some of its most culturally satisfying decades ever. We are going
to watch some major Japanese films (in English-subtitled versions), and read some representative stories of the period, having enough
chance to ask or discuss afterwards
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0f course, time space will be all too limited to give a full over-view. Anyhow, students of this course will be offered at least some
glimpses of the formative years of post-war Japan
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Japan’s formative years; a very important and very interesting part of modern history; postwar Japanese culture
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Participants of this class will understand today’s Japan better than before.
