1. Numbers to be admitted: A small number of students for each faculty (excluding Course B of the Faculty of 
Engineering).

2. Application requirements
Applicants must satisfy all of the following requirements and have taken the Examination for Japanese 
University Admission for International Students (EJU) of 2006 (in subjects selected by the University).
(1)  A person who does not have Japanese nationality;
(2)  A person who falls under one of the following from 1) to 6), and has reached the age of 18 by March 
31, 2007;
① A person who has completed (or is to complete by March 31, 2007) a twelve-year schooling 
curriculum, or the equivalent, in any foreign country, as designated by the Minister of the Education, 
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

② A person who has an International Baccalaureate.
③ A person who has an Abitur certification.
