Topics regarding Japanese customs, language, corporate society and some of the issues Japan faces regarding its declining birthrate
and aging population will be introduced every week. Questions will be asked in class to the students for them to discuss and answer.
Students will have to do a personal or group presentation in front of the class based on the topics introduced and a subject of their
own choosing.
