The university has tutors who provide guidance and advice to international
students concerning problems related to study, further education and other
matters. Also, there are tutors in charge of international students to provide
advice on studying, living and other general matters to international students.

Yamagata University assigns some Japanese students of the university to be
tutors for the purpose of raising the effectiveness of studying and research of
international students. The tutors provide advice on living and studying.

Each campus has a health care center, which provides health and
psychological advice and health checks. For students entering the university
in April and October, the university provides regular health checks in or
around April and October, respectively, free of charge.

(1)National health insurance
Japan has a national health insurance scheme, so people can receive
medical treatment for their sicknesses and injuries without worry. Under
the scheme, insured people pay just thirty percent of their actual medical
costs.
1)Non-Japanese people who are going to stay in Japan for at least three
months are obliged to be a member of the national health insurance
scheme.
2)The premium of the national health insurance is calculated based on the
income of the previous year.
3)Presenting one’ s national health insurance card when receiving medical
treatment for illness or injury qualifies insured individuals to pay only 30%
of actual medical treatment costs out of pocket, with the remaining 70% to
be borne by the national health system. Patients must however bear full
cost of any medical treatment not covered by national health insurance.

(2)Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research
(Gakkensai)
Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and
Research, which pays benefits for disasters suffered by students pursuing
education and research, is a disaster indemnity system that was started in
1976 for the purpose of contributing to the substantiation and
development of university education and research.

(3)Liability Insurance Coupled with Gakkensai (Gakkenbai)
Compensates for legal damage if a student injures another person or
damages the property of another person while the student is studying in a
regular curriculum, participating in a school event or traveling back and
forth for such purposes in Japan or overseas.

(4)Student Comprehensive Mutual Insurance
Student Comprehensive Mutual Insurance is institutionalized version of the
spirit of mutual help among students, The insurance required for student
life can been achieved with a modest premium providing secure and firm
strong support for students.

(6)Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with"gakkensai" for
international students ("Inbound Futai-gakuso")
This policy (Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with
"Gakkensai" for International Students called "Inbound Futai-gakuso"))
provides 24-hour cover for international students enrolled in "Gakken-sai'",
covering daily life outside campus, medical treatment costs, settlement
negotiation services for liability insurance claims, and rescue expenses.

(public employment service office) offer opportunities for part-time work.
Senior international students may offer information about part-time work.
The average monthly income from part-time work is about ¥59,000 and the
hourly rate is about ¥1,000.
