3 Qualifications Required for Applicants

Applicants must have taken the FY2024 Examination for Japanese University Admission for International Students (EJU) (held

in June or November) (subjects specified by Yamagata University), and for whom all of the following are applicable.
(1) Applicants who do not hold Japanese nationality

$Applicants who do not hold Japanese nationality, but who have graduated or are expected to graduate from a senior high
school or secondary school in Japan (including education facilities overseas),are treated as general applicants for admission

to the University, and will not be permitted to sit for the examinations for privately financed international students.
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#* Among applicants who hold non-Japanese nationality, those with dual citizenship of Japan and another country and those
who hold permission for permanent residency in Japan are treated as general applicants and cannot apply for this entrance
examination.

(2) Applicants must have acquired, or be expected to acquire, a status of residence defined as ‘student’ under the Immigration
Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

% Those applicants who obtain another status of residence will be required to change it to ‘student’ in order to enroll at
Yamagata University.

(3) Applicants must satisfy at least one of the following:

(i) Have completed, or are expected to complete by March 31 2025 12 years of schooling overseas, or be deemed to have

completed such education as designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

(ii) Have acquired an International Baccalaureate qualification awarded by the International Baccalaureate Organization, which

is a foundation based on the Swiss Civil Code.

(ii1) Have acquired an Abitur qualification recognized as a university entrance qualification in each province of the Federal

Republic of Germany.

(iv) Have acquired a Baccalaureate qualification (France) recognized as a university entrance qualification in each province of

the French Republic.

(v) Have acquired General Certificate of Education Advanced Levels (GCE A-Levels), which are recognized as qualifications

for university admission in the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.
The number of GCE A-Level subjects and grades necessary for admission are as shown in Note 1.

(vi) Have completed, or are expected to complete by March 31 2025, 12 years of education at an international school that has

been accredited by an international accrediting organization (WASC, CIS, NEASC, ACSI, Cognia, COBIS).

(vii) Recognized as having academic ability equivalent to or higher than that of a senior high school graduate, based on the

screening of eligibility for application by Yamagata University, and who will be 18 years of age by March 31 2025 (Note 2).
(4) Applicants to the following faculties (departments, courses) must fulfill the respective supplementary requirements as follows.

+ Applicants must have taken examinations for all EJU subjects specified by the faculty <obtained a score that falls within
the range of scores for the use of Japanese> in the EJU held in June or November.

16 Regarding Security Trade Controls.

Yamagata University stipulates the Security Trade Control Guidelines for Yamagata University based on the Foreign Exchange
and Foreign Trade Act, etc., and manages the technology provided and goods exported from the university. In order to manage
these exports, we may ask you to submit a declaration relating to the applicability of circumstances (designated types) that
are strongly influenced by foreign governments and corporations. If the regulations apply, the university may need to apply
for a permit from the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry (METI), and as a result, technology provisions may not be
implemented swiftly. Furthermore, if the application to METI is denied from the stance of maintaining international peace and
security, the university may not be able to provide the technology in question as a result.
